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The e- Jurnal Sains Nuklear Malaysia (e-JSNM) is the official publication of the Malaysian Nuclear Agency.  It provides a platform for the prompt publication of peer-reviewed articles such as state-of-the-art reviews, full research papers, reports, notes/communications, and letters on all aspects of nuclear science and technology.  The aim of e-JSNM is to promote greater knowledge and understanding of the attributes of nuclear science and technology research as well as its applications.  Contribution from scientists to this journal is welcomed. 
Submission of Manuscript: 

Authors must first upload their manuscripts to the XAPP website no later than 30 July 2025 for format verification and preliminary assessment. This initial step ensures that all submissions comply with the journal's formatting guidelines and meet the necessary criteria before proceeding to the peer-review stage. Upon receiving approval from the SMPREE2025 Secretariat, the manuscript should then be submitted to the Chief Editor through the eJSNM website. Authors will be guided step by step through the process of preparing and uploading their files. The system will automatically generate a single PDF file from the source documents, which will be used for the peer-review process.
Please note that hardcopy submissions are no longer accepted.  
Editorial and Review Process: 

Each article will be assigned to an editor. After preliminary evaluation to establish that it is within the scope of e-JNTRA, the manuscript will be reviewed for originality and significance by at least one independent referee who then makes recommendation as to its acceptability for publication. The Chief Editor reserves the right to make the final decision. On acceptance, contributions are subject to editorial amendment to suit house style. When a manuscript is returned for revision prior to final acceptance, the revised version must be submitted as soon as possible after the author's receipt of the referees' reports. Revised manuscripts returned after four months will be considered as new submissions subject to full review.

Galley Proofs: 
One set of page proofs will be sent by e-mail to the corresponding author or, a link will be provided in the e-mail so that authors can download the files themselves. The author should correct proofs when received, and returned to the Chief Editor within 14 working days. Please use this proof only for checking the typesetting, editing, completeness and correctness of the text, tables and figures. No changes other than editorial corrections should be made. Proofreading is solely your responsibility. Note that the publisher may proceed with the publication of your article if no response is received.

Offprints:
The corresponding author, at no cost, will be provided with a PDF file of the article via e-mail or the authors can download the files themselves from a link.

Manuscript Preparation: 
Authors wish to contribute are requested to submit their papers in the English Language (British) in the format described below to facilitate reviews by the referees and to expedite processing. Submission of an article implies that the work described has not been published previously, that it is not under consideration for publication elsewhere, that its publication is approved by all authors and tacitly or explicitly by the responsible authorities where the work was carried out, and that, if accepted for publication in JSNM, it will not be published elsewhere and that the copyright of all papers is assigned to the Malaysian Nuclear Agency. 
Types of Contributions:  
Review/Technical articles (invited or submitted, not more than 30 pages); Short Notes (brief reports containing at least 2 tables/figures, but not more than 10 pages); Letters to Editor (in response to previous articles); and Book Review (should be informative and focused in its contribution towards the advancement of nuclear science and technology) will be considered for publication in e-JNSM.
Format:
Typescript: 
Manuscripts should be typed in MSWord Program, double-spacing throughout (including abstract and references) on one side of A4-size paper with wide margins (2 cm) and Times New Roman standardised font (size 12). Every page of the manuscript, including references, tables, etc., should be numbered consecutively on the bottom and centered.  Words that should be in italics e.g. in situ must be typed as such or underlined. Do not underline any other word. It is recommended that articles are divided into the following sections: ABSTRACT, INTRODUCTION, MATERIALS AND METHODS, RESULTS AND DISCUSSION, CONCLUSIONS, ACKNOWLEDGEMENTS (if any) and REFERENCES. Section headings should be capitalized, bold and flushed to the left. Sub-headings should be typed in capitalised each word, bold and flushed to the left. The text should be typed two spaced below the section heading. Results should either be presented in table or figure form, but not in both forms. Captions should be written above the table or below the figure. The manuscript in general should be organised in the following order:

Abstract

Title Page: 
A separate title page should include: title of paper the names, affiliations, and addresses of all authors, the name, complete address, e-mail address, telephone number and fax number of the corresponding author and  keywords in alphabetical order (maximum of six, suitable for indexing). 

Units, Symbols, and Abbreviation: 
Authors should use only the SI system of units e.g. g (gram), ml (mililitre), kg (kilogram), cm (centimeter), ha (hectare), h (hour), min (minute), s (second), and oC (centigrade). Non-standard abbreviations should be employed only where multiple use is necessary, and should be defined on their first appearance in the text and also abstract. Isotopes should be indicated as: 14C, 32P, 15N, or Carbon-14, Phosphorus-32, Nitrogen-15, not as C14 or P32 or N15.
Scientific Names: 
The complete Latin name (Genus, species and authority) must be given in full for every organism when first mentioned in the text. Italicise the Latin names of genera and species. 

Table: 
Each table should be numbered consecutively (Table 1, Table 2, etc.), and typed double spaced. Tables should not be embedded in the text, but should be included as separate sheets or files.

Authors should take note of the limitations set by the size and layout of the journal and avoid large tables. Each table should be provided with concise and self-explanatory title in lower case above the table, and contain horizontal lines only (above and below column headings and at the end of the table). Avoid unnecessary use of abbreviations: all abbreviations should be clearly explained in a footnote. Whenever possible, large data set should be presented in two or more tables for clarity. 

Figures and Photographs: 
Figures and photographs are to be labeled as figures (Fig. 1, Fig. 2 etc.). All figures and photos should not be embedded in the text, but should be included as separate sheets or files. Captions to all figures should be typed double-spaced in lower-case below the figure. Illustrations should be numbered according to their sequence in the text. References should be made in the text to each illustration. Photograph (of high quality, glossy print type and good contrast) should be submitted in duplicate and complete with magnification (if any). If the photos/figure in the text using a standard format for image, the preferred resolution is 600 dpi.   
Equations and Formulae: 
Equations should be typed within the text, centered, and should be referred to in the text as Equation (n). Their numbers should be typed in parentheses and flushed to the right, as in the following example:
A + B (AB) – P-1 =  XY
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Personal communications: References to personal communications should be kept to a minimum and be mentioned in the text in the following form: (A. Nassir, pers. comm.). 
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Another option is typeset the references automatically, this can be done by using APA Fifth Edition Style under menu References of Microsoft Word 2010. The source of references can be manage using submenu Manage Sources and cross references can be done using submenu Insert Citation under menu References of Microsoft Word 2010.  
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
